Consuming Harvard Decision Guide Documents via Web Service

A decision guide document, when retrieved from the UCR via web services, is a single document containing the entire decision tree of that guide.  The XML definition of each page of the decision tree is contained within a "Page" element that has a unique "id" attribute.  Within each Page element there may be one or more "InternalLink" elements which have an "href" attribute containing one of the page's id value.

For example, a Page element defined as <Page id="answer1"><p>You selected answer #1</p></Page> might have a reference to it in a different page element similar to <InternalLink href="answer1">Answer 1</InternalLink>.

A web page intended for displaying a decision guide will need server side code to determine which Page element needs to be displayed (the first one should be considered the start page) and to transform the InternalLink element into an actual link with information about which Page element to display next.
Health A to Z links

Decision guide documents may also contain a "ContentLink" element which is used to indicate a link to another UCR document.  If the Harvard A to Z content is not licensed, this element should be removed (while keeping the inner text intact) during the transform of the document's XML.
